When you finish making a quilt, use some of the
fabrics to make a “pillow case” for the quilt to be
stored in when not in use. Make a zipper closing so
the quilt can’t “escape”. The zippered pillow case
acts as a dust cover. The scraps of fabric help iden-
tify what’s inside. If the quilt should need repairs,
the fabric from the dust cover can be used.
