Special Announcement from Berene Campbell

I've recently launched the Lynn Valley Love Project in
response to the Lynn Valley
stabbings.

There will be two separate installations at the library:

1. A collection of Love banners made by quilters - a
similar concept to the Toronto
Love Project that I did in 2018, but different dimensions. These will be installed in
the stairwell which is a beautiful space filled with light. The banners do not have
batting in them so no quilting required. They are just sewn together and top
stitched down the sides. This keeps them lighter weight and hopefully allows them to
move with the airflow. There are certain parameters (colour palette, fabrics,
dimensions, messaging etc) for the banners in order to create a cohesive look and
feel for the project. I am offering a choice of two FPP alphabets to anyone who
participates in case they would like to use it for piecing.

The deadline for the banners is July 7. All the details can be found HERE:

2. The second part of the project will be a giant LOVE criss-stitch which will be a
community engagement art project for the general public - it also requires sewing
but very basic skill level. It's not a true cross stitch as the X's are actually
hand-stitched felt X's but I think it is going to be quite fun and easy for people to get
involved. The deadline for the X-blocks is June 15.
